It gives me great pleasure to introduce the painstaking work of Professors Yamashita Noriko and Robert
.Campbell, who have dedicated during the past seventeen years many efforts and in-depth research to the

Chiossone Museum’s section of woodblock-printed books and book-bound prints. The remarkable result of their
research is published here, in the form of a printed catalogue raisonné — a work that, no doubt, will provide
immeasurable help to many scholars all the world over.

In 1979-1980 Luigi Bernabd Brea and Kondé Eiko included part of the book collection in their
pioneering catalogue, sponsored and published by the Municipality of Genoa under the title Edoardo Chiossone
Museum of Oriental Art Genoa.

Forming the first nucleus of structured information on Edoardo
Chiossone’s book collection, Prof. Kornicki’s valuable work was made available not only for consultation by
other scholars at the Museum, but also online, in the Union Catalogue of Early Japanese Books in Europe.

Edoardo Chiossone = K7 /L K « %% ) —X (Arenzano 1833-Tokys 1898) was a talented Genoese
artist, engaged by the Meiji Government, who helped to establish the modern techniques of industrial engraving
and printing at the Imperial Printing Bureau in Tokyd. He is credited with having created the western-style
official portraiture of Meiji Japan for political and diplomatic use, and also with having contributed to the
establishment of an up-to-date concept of the Japanese cultural and artistic heritage and of its depiction in
imagery. Moreover, during his 23-year stay in Japan (1875-1898), Chiossone gathered Japanese art and Chinese
art from Japanese collections, thus putting together the extensive artistic patrimony that constitutes the Chiossone
Museum of Genoa, since 1905 the first home of Japanese art in Italy.

1. Chiossone’s time and accomplishments in Italy, Germany, and Great Britain

The biography of Edoardo Chiossone can be subdivided into three main periods: (1) the years which shaped

him (2) his professional training and experiences in Italy, Germany and Great Britain, and (3) his long stay in
Japan.
Born on January 23" 1833 in the village of Arenzano near Genoa, into a family with business traditions in the
field of paper manufacturing, engraving and printing, Edoardo Chiossone in 1847 entered the Ligurian Academy
of Fine Arts (Accademia Ligustica di Belle Arti), aged 14. Particularly gifted and talented in design and
engraving, he graduated in 1855, thus becoming Professor of Design and Engraving at the age of 22. As a pupil
at the Ligurian Academy of Fine Arts, Chiossone made masterful copies in engraving from a number of Italian
masterpieces of the Mediaeval and Renaissance periods. A great part of his education, including his perception
of Italian cultural patrimony as national heritage, took place during the crucial years of Risorgimento, the
country’s re-unification. In 1852 he collaborated with his relatives Domenico Chiossone and Filippo Livy on the
illustrations of Galleria scelta dell'Accademia Fiorentina da Cimabue a Raffaello and, in 1863-1864, with
Domenico and David Chiossone on the large volume Italia Artistica. Both of these volumes include some of his
immaculate engravings, reproducing masterpieces by Beato Angelico, Andrea del Sarto and Domenico della
Porta.

Chiossone was employed by the Banca Nazionale nel Regno d’Italia in Florence, on whose behalf in 1868
he moved to Frankfurt, Germany, and started working at Dondorf & Naumann, a well-known firm producing
banknotes and securities for Italy and Japan, among others. Chiossone’s given task in Frankfurt was twofold:
first, to perfect the industrial techniques for engraving and printing paper values and, second, to train a group of
professional engravers, who would be subsequently employed by the future Italian Printing Bureau. In 1870,
while still at Dondorf & Naumann, Chiossone designed and engraved the famous Japanese banknote known as
the ‘Germany-made banknote’ (Doitsu sei no osatsu), issued in Japan in 1871. Not long after, the agreement
between Chiossone and the National Bank in the Kingdom of Italy came to a critical point: recently discovered
documents and letters? demonstrate that the contractual conditions seriously restricted and almost impeded the
artist’s freedom to experiment new techniques and create from novel ideas. This situation ultimately led to a
break between Chiossone and his employer. In the meantime, in Japan the Imperial Printing Bureau was founded
in 1871, but Western technicians and machinery were needed to establish a state industry of such great
importance. The Japanese asked the advice of Dondorf & Naumann, whereupon the company’s management
suggested Chiossone as a possible candidate, and the Genoese engraver promptly accepted the Japanese proposal.

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Having regained his full liberty, Chiossone went to London in 1874, to learn the most advanced techniques of
industrial plate engraving at De la Rue, a British company working in the field of securities.

2. Chiossone’s life and work in Japan

Chiossone embarked for Japan in December 1874 and arrived in Yokohama on January 12% 1875. Only two
days later he started working at the Okurashé Insatsu Kyoku X &4 EIRI/E in Tokys. His two fundamental tasks
were the production of the paper currency of modem Japan and, once again, the instruction and training of the
new generation of designers, engravers and printers. Chiossone officially retired from his appointment after 16
years, in July 1891, having engraved more than 500 plates for postage and state monopoly stamps, banknotes,
bonds and government stock.3 He is credited unanimously with having brought Japan’s public finance into the
modern age through the creation of paper securities and currency notes, which were technically very advanced
and modem in layout and design conception, yet traditional as to historical and mythological content. These
characteristics and the high quality of Chiossone’s work were a prominent part of the policy of modemization
(kindaika FTfR4L) and played a significant role in the communication of the governmental mainstream ideology
and pragmatism. It is thus not surprising that Chiossone, who had always been persona grata, continued to live
in Japan after his retirement and to carry out special commissions — for instance, the engraved version of the
Portrait of Emperor Meiji in Military Uniform in 1893.* Without having ever returned to Italy, Chiossone died
in Tokyd on April 11 1898 and was granted the honour of a state funeral, with an army battalion escorting his
coffin to Aoyama Cemetery ¥ [LIZZH!l in the presence of government officials and representatives of the
international diplomatic community.

Living in Japan during the most active, formative and productive period of the Meiji Imperial Restoration
(1868-1912), Chiossone can be considered as one of the protagonists of modernisation. His fundamental
contributions and accomplishments were openly acknowledged, when the Ministry of Finance issued an official
compilation on the centenary of the Printing Bureau comprising Chiossone’s professional biography.6
It has been observed that access opened up for the Genoese artist to the upper hierarchy of Japanese politics
thanks to his important position in the innermost circle of state bureaucracy, as well as to his friendship with Mr.
Tokund Rydsuke #38E R/t (1825-1882), the Director General of the Imperial Printing Bureau. Among the
various contacts, friendships and relations of the highest order enjoyed by Chiossone, it is worthwhile mentioning
Okubo Toshimichi XA fRFi&E (1830-1878), Kido Takayoshi A %At (1833-1877), Sanjo Sanetomi =2k
3 (1837-1891), and Saigd Tsugumichi FHBHEE (1843-1902). Connections were also established with many
prominent intellectuals, politicians and high-ranking bureaucrats and intellectuals such as Sano Tsunetami #£%F
# R (1822-1902), Hijikata Hisamoto 175X 7¢ (1833-1918) and Machida Hisanari BT F/A iR (1838-1897), to
mention only a few.

The relationship with It5 Hirobumi {7 B {#3C (1841-1909) must have been extremely important, as
witnessed by a calligraphy addressed to Chiossone by the Japanese statesman.” Most probably, Chiossone’s
contacts in international diplomacy and politics were favoured, possibly even enhanced by It5. For instance, of
historical importance is a certificate of special appreciation by Lord Li Hongzhang 2= ¥ # (1823-1901), attesting
the award of a gold medal to Chiossone in recognition of his exceptional professional abilities. Keenly interested
in modernisation, Lord Li met the Italian engraver during his official visit to the Insatsu Kyoku, where he was
able to examine the results of kindaika’s Japan in the field of state securities.®
What follows offers additional evidence of Chiossone’s prominence as a man of standing in the Meiji
establishment. It is necessary, though, to point out that Chiossone’s private life remains largely unknown: his

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private correspondence, diaries, documents, drawings, sketches, notes and the like — which we must expect to
have formed a huge amount — have not been discovered or revealed so far.

2.1. Edoardo Chiossone, ‘the Daikokuten of the kindaika’

It seems useful to attempt the reconstruction of some significant traits of Chiossone’s image formed in the
milieu of Japanese contemporaneous artistic culture. An artist himself, as well as a member of the establishment,
he was both well-known and carefully observed by the artists he was acquainted with and frequented, whose
careers he followed and whose works he collected. Nor can we forget that the extremely fine engravings produced
thanks to his talent and skills were circulated throughout the country in the form of banknotes, literally passing
from hand to hand. The banknotes could hardly remain unnoticed, especially on the part of painters and
engravers. In fact, it is difficult to believe that no Japanese painter had at least created a sketchy image or a fully-
fledged portrait, of the interesting, many-faceted gaikokujin — artist, moderniser and ‘maker’ of the modemn
national wealth.

At the very beginning of a new survey of the museum’s contents and holdings in November, 1993, the
present writer discovered a painting by Kawanabe Ky6sai FISBBER (1831-1889) depicting Daikokuten the god
of wealth in Western garb, and recognised it as a humorous portrait of Chiossone (fig. 1). Soon after its discovery,
the painting was introduced to specialists and experts in Italy® and abroad, and later published in Japan.'®
Ky®sai’s painting dates from 1885-1886, the years marking the highest point of Chiossone’s professional success
and fame, when the celebrated series of silver-convertible ‘Daikoku banknotes’ (Daikokusatsu X2 4L), designed
and engraved by Chiossone, was issued and traded throughout the international financial markets.

2.2. Kokka Yoho [E1#4275, The Lasting Fragrance of the Nation’s Glory: cultural and religious heritage as
national heritage

From the very beginning of his stay in Japan, a close friendship was established between Chiossone and the
Director General of the Imperial Printing Bureau, Mr. Tokund Rydsuke, a man from Satsuma, widely respected
not only for his deep knowledge of Japanese artistic traditions and culture, but also for his dynamism and
faithfulness to the new ideals of modernisation. The two men developed a mutual intellectual understanding and
shared common views about the conservation and documentation of the cultural heritage of Japan.

Evidence of this profound concern is the special tour around the Kansai, Chiibu and Kinki regions, from
May 1 until September 19 1879, organised and guided by Tokund upon suggestion of the Italian engraver.
This tour had several aims, the most important of which consisted in offering a unique educational opportunity
to a selected group of ten people — artists, technicians and trainees — employed by the Printing Bureau. The direct,
personal knowledge of Japan’s cultural heritage and resources, the visit to mausolea, the survey of monuments,
temples and shrines, and, last but not least, the close inspection of admirable, venerable masterpieces preserved
intact from Antiquity, would have been for them the authentic, supreme source of inspiration while producing
the paper values of modern Japan. Upon request from the Minister of Finance, on this occasion the Kunaishd
issued a special permission for the opening of the Shdsbin repository IEBE in Nara and of the Inner Shrine of
Ise F84P'E . The imperial treasures kept in the two sacred sites were thus examined and sketched by Chiossone,
and photographed.

The result of this tour was the illustrated survey in eight volumes issued by the Printing Bureau in 1880-
1881 under the title Kokka Yohi EI 2RI —literally, The Lasting Fragrance of the Nation's Glory. Five volumes
contain hand-coloured collotypes of landscapes, scenic spots, famous views, monuments, temples, shrines and
imperial mausolea.

The remaining three volumes are folding albums in large format featuring the imperial treasures of the Shdsdin
and Ise Naiki. Under the titles Imperial Properties of the Shosin (Shosin Gyobutsu TE £ 5e#49, two volumes)

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and Treasures of the Inner Shrine of Ise (Ise Naikii Shinpibu FFEEPN'EREEE, one volume), the illustrations
were elaborated from Chiossone’s original designs and preparatory sketches, and immaculately printed at the
Insatsu Kyoku employing the chromo- and photo-lithography techniques. As previously observed by the present
writer,!! these illustrations are of foremost importance in that they establish the Meiji formal model for the
representation of Japanese treasures of art and religion, powerfully representing the venerable solemnity of their
age and the ‘lasting fragrance’ (yoho RI5) of their beauty.

The evident ideological aim of these publications consists in showing that Shinto and Buddhism had
peacefully flourished since times of old under the aegis of the Imperial institution that is still alive in the present
time — a clear move to put a definitive end to the sad consequences of the Shinbutsu bunri #4453 iffof ten years
earlier. At that moment, incidentally, the ‘ideology of the imperial system’ (tennései ideorogi KE A 74 1
¥4 —) was in its early stage, whereas the Shint5 and Buddhists treasures, with their lofty aesthetic quality and
spiritual plenitude, could express, represent and convey the ideological orientation to appeasement and full
reconciliation. An official ceremony was organised to offer Kokka Yohé to Emperor Meiji.

2.3. Meiji portraiture: countenances of the present time recorded as history

Chiossone’s activity, merit and talents as the portraitist of the prominent members of the Meiji establishment

were long ago recognised by Kumamoto Kenjird B CH# KBS, in two seminal essays that remain unsurpassed
for their spirit of exactness and full documentation.!? As widely acknowledged, these portraits inaugurated the
Western style genre of official portraiture in Meiji Japan.
It is worthwhile mentioning here the historical and documentary meaning of the most important among them.
The Meiji Tennoki BTG R £ T reports the circumstances under which Chiossone received the request to produce
the first portrait of Emperor Mutsuhito in 1888. At that time, the only extant image of the sovereign was a
photograph taken several years before, which was no longer suitable for official and diplomatic use. Yet, the
Emperor had no intention of undergoing a new photographic session. This is why Chiossone was summoned to
the Palace and things were organised in such a way that the artist, hidden behind a folding screen, had enough
time to study and sketch Mutsuhito’s countenance.

But the preparatory sketches, alas, were not enough to produce an accomplished imperial icon: in fact,

Chiossone needed to work on the realistic model of an imposing sitting body, so as to suggest the solemn figure
of the sovereign. To obtain such a model, Chiossone himself had to undergo a photographic session: dressed-up
in an imperial uniform, with different poses in various shots (figs. 2a-2b).!* This is precisely how the two world-
famous portraits of Emperor Meiji, one in full uniform, the other in civilian attire, were elaborated by the Italian
artist. .
The Meiji Tennoki reports that the Emperor was completely satisfied with Chiossone’s work, and invited him to
dinner at the Palace. Both portraits were photographed, reproduced in thousands of copies and widely distributed
not only to Japanese public offices, military facilities and schools, but also to embassies and consulates abroad,
thus becoming the official state effigies of the sovereign.!*

I would like to observe that all of the portraits made by Chiossone share a common characteristic, that is, a
most evident idealisation of the physiognomy that confers on them the importance and meaning of powerful
*historical icons’. The solemnity of Meiji history itself silently flows from the countenances, as well as from their
deeply self-conscious bearings, postures and expressions. This type of ‘construction’ of historical images and
portraiture deserves in-depth research, not only with regard to the particular conditions of the socio-historical
context, but also relating to the artist’s ideology, stylistic sources and weight of experience.

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2.4, Honours, imperial gifts and their meaning

The awards of the Order of the Rising Sun, fourth rank (Kyokujitsushd /B B Z) in 1880 and of the Sacred
Treasure, third rank (Zuihosho ¥ £ Z£) in 1891 are testimony to the important recognition of Chiossone’s
professional talent and accomplishments: they were awarded, respectively, soon after the publication of Kokka
Yoho, and upon his retirement from office.

Moreover, two important imperial gifts to Chiossone deserve mention, in that they represent appreciation
and benevolence from the topmost level of Japanese society. A Pair of imperial vases and incense-burner made
in Kanazawa upon imperial command, bearing the sixteen-petalled imperial chrysanthemum inlaid in gold
lamina on the neck, are described in the inventory of the collections as a “gift of the Emperor”. Probably, this
gift was a special recognition for Edoardo Chiossone as the author of the two famous official portraits of the
Meiji Emperor accomplished in 1888 and 1893. Powerful aesthetic metaphors of the ‘Enlightened Government’
are to be read into the radiant, uniform light of the solid yellow metal, the composite form and decoration, the
flat inlays of rare perfection in metal alloys of unusual colours. Documenting the pronounced eclecticism of style
and iconography imparted to the artefacts conferred by the Imperial Household as official and diplomatic gifts,
the three pieces rest on three-footed supports in the shape of nyoi ¥ sceptre heads — ruyi 207 in Chinese, the
symbol of the homophonous expression ruyi, ‘as you wish’. The decoration in flat polychrome inlay (iroe
honzogan g4 EHR) consists of floral compositions in naturalistic style — chrysanthemums and begonias,
plum tree branches and jonquil — taken from the conventional Japanese repertory of auspicious symbols as well
as from the Chinese tradition of congratulatory rebus. The handles represent a winged, chimerical creature with
a proboscis, grasping the shoulder of the vase with its jaws. Three bands of decreasing height positioned at the
base, top of the body and lip highlight the silhouette of the vases, emphasising their emphatic solemnity and
stillness: ‘cicada blades’ mutuated from Chinese bronzes, nyoi sceptre heads alternating with stylised lotus buds
and a minute garland of small leaves and flowers. '

As to the Pair of Imperial Silver Vases with the Pine Trees of Maiko no Hama in Relief, the inventory of
the Chiossone Museum reports them as “a present from the Empress Mother” (fig. 3). In fact, the imperial sixteen-
petalled chrysanthemum is inlaid in gold lamina on the neck. The shouldered shape, with modelled handles and
a geometrical frieze with linked-up T-shapes on the base and lip, recurs on other vases bestowed by the Imperial
Household as official gifts during the Meiji period. On the body of the vases two similar scenes are represented
in silver, red and yellow gold relief (iroe takazogan GA2H % AR) — the first in daytime, the second at night:
against the background of a beach lapped by the slow waves of the ebbing tide, three aged, twisted, leafy pines
stand out in close-up view (front side). This is a vista of Maiko no Hama & F ?iE, the white-sanded beach near
Akashi and Suma, celebrated spots sung of in court poetry. The highly perfected inlay technique and the style of
the decoration, realistic and at the same time rich in references to painting and classical poetry, can be dated to
the early 1890s: this leads to the hypothesis that Chiossone received this important imperial gift upon his
retirement in in 1891. This particular circumstance may well be symbolised by the depiction of the pines, whose
trunks and foliage are visible, whereas the roots are not — a figurative metaphor for a retired gentleman, according
to an ancient iconological tradition of Chinese origin.'¢

2.5. Chiossone as connoisseur, collector and supporter of the fine arts

Chiossone’s important collecting activity in the field of Ukiyoe paintings and prints has been more widely
known since 1980, thanks to the catalogue Ukiyo-e Prints and Paintings from the Early Masters to Shunshé,
published in English by the Municipality of Genoa.!” This useful book attracted the attention of Japanese scholars
and publishers, and was thus followed by three outstanding volumes, two of which belonging to the well-known
K&dansha series Hizé Ukiyoe Taikan W83 A2 K #1,'® and the third to Hizs Nihon Bijutsu Taikan ik B A4

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FEWF KB The satogaeri ten BIR} Y /B organised in 1990 by the Mainichi Shinbunsha also contributed
significantly to spreading the appreciation for Chiossone’s Ukiyoe collection amongst the Japanese public at
large.?® More recently, thanks to the special sponsorship of the Kobe Shinbunsha, another satogaeri ten was held
in Japan under the title Kiyossane Tayo Bijutsukan Shozo Ukiyoe Ten %7 v Y — X R LM EFTSZ iHie
J%, featuring some 150 select Ukiyoe masterpieces as well as a section exemplifying Chiossone’s works.2!

On the other hand, only in recent years have other aspects of Chiossone’s collecting activity started to
emerge from new researches carried out by the present writer as from 1985. The special exhibition Edoardo
Chiossone, un Collezionista Erudito nel Giappone Meiji*? introduced a select group of some 160 objects
collected by Chiossone in the fields of Antiquity, Buddhism, karamono F&4¥), painting, Ukiyoe prints and
decorative arts of the Edo and Meiji period. The main aim of this exhibition consisted in analysing and
contextually interpreting the museum patrimony as a whole against the Meiji historical background, in
understanding the typological coherence and aesthetic consistence of certain groups of collected objects, and
recuperating the peculiar significance of important works of art related to extant documents that had never been
interpreted before. For the first time in about one hundred years, after the arrival of the collections in Genoa, this
exhibition and its catalogue unveiled documents, biographical episodes and art works that had remained
completely unknown until then, thereby demonstrating Chiossone’s deep, manifold interest in the history of
Japanese art and culture as well as his involvement in the Meiji policy of support to the contemporary artists.

In the field of archaeology it is important to mention a rare Bronze mirror with Buddhist images and four
sacred animals, perimeter designs of squares and ring-shaped bosses, cast in Japan in the 56t ¢. AD, but
derived from an earlier Chinese prototype. A document written in kanbun #3C by Tokund Ry6suke in November
1881 attests that the mirror was presented to Chiossone by the Osaka governor Saisho Atsushi BiFFE(F (1825-
1900), and explains the sacred significance of the mirror in Japan while also giving a touching interpretation of
the special meaning of such a gift between true friends.?

Chiossone’s privileged relations with contemporaneous artists clearly appear through his choice of
lacquerware by contemporaneous lacquer masters as, for instance, Ikeda Taishin L3RR (1825-1903) and
Hashimoto Ichizd #54< i /E(1817-1882);% of porcelain by Koransha ¥4k, Fukagawa #)I| and Kanzan
Denshichi 5 1L{8t (1821-1890);2 of select pieces of ‘cloisonné on porcelain’ (jiki shippc Bi#st E) by
Takeuchi Chibei I 77PN B L and ‘wireless cloisonné’ (musen shippé fE#-£ ) by Namikawa Sosuke #3)I|
#18) (1847-1910).26

Other recent discoveries in the painting section of the collections demonstrate that Chiossone was in touch
with a group of painters belonging to the Kydto Jounsha FL#FA1ZE 4t — namely, Kono Bairei SEFHisH (1844-
1895), Hara Zaisen JRI7ER (1849-1916), Mochizuki Gyokusen 2 A E & (1834-1913) and Mori Kansai ZR &
(1814-1894) — and participated with them in a special, experimental project. The four Kydto painters and
Chiossone used the same type and format of ‘western paper’ (yoshi ¥#£)%" to produce a series of 24 paintings
featuring various traditional Japanese pictorial themes, their composition and technical rendering being adapted
to the unusual, non-Japanese format, as well as to the characteristic colour absorbance of the paper support.?®
These Meiji works of art represent tangible traces of the Collector’s taste and views in reference to contemporary
art, while at the same time they reveal his connection with various Japanese governmental milieu engaged in the
protection of cultural traditions and the promotion of art productions for export. Significantly, honorary

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membership of the Ryfichikai fii#1£%, the ‘Dragon Pond Society’, a semi-governmental society pursuing the
shokusan kagyo FARE L policy was conferred on Chiossone in 1886. Probably, it was out of a feeling of
gratitude that an unknown shippé crafisman prepared for Chiossone a cloisonné dish with auspicious decorations
of quail and flowering plants and his initials in the centre, enclosed within a roundel of yellow clouds.?

Between 1985 and 1996, the textile, 3 sagemono,?! tsuba and k6dogu,’? porcelain® and lacquer® sections
of the museum collections were extensively researched, published and exhibited in major shows in Genoa.

The research study of the bronze section, still in progress, leads almost daily to the unveiling of hidden
treasures: besides several monumental rikkahei SLIER — among which are works signed by famous ohanaire-
shi B ABf such as, for instance, Watanabe Masatsugu 58 IE¥K (1646-1704) and Ota Masashige A I IEAL
(18" century) 3 — the bronze section contains rare and valuable bronze ware imported to Japan from China,
datable from the Song through the Yuan, Ming and Qing periods.

2.6. Chiossone as artist and reference figure of cultural mediation: new discoveries

Another unpublished document, found in 1993, revealed a new facet of Chiossone’s personality, as well as
an unknown deed of his, opening up the way to further research, carried out mainly in Japan by the present writer
in the years 1995-1998. An unpublished letter dated 3 July 1887, addressed to Edoardo Chiossone from the
governing body of the German Speaking Protestant Church in Tokyd, was discovered by the present writer in
1993. Signed by all the members of the board,® this letter gives ample recognition to the Italian artist for having
planned and designed the silver altar furnishings for the Easter service, offered as a gift to the Church in 1886 by
its patron, the Grand Duke of Saxony. The letter explicitly thanks Chiossone also for having suggested assigning
the manufacture of the silverware to a Japanese silversmith, as well as for having acted as mediator and supervisor
of the manufacturing process.

The research carried out in Japan thanks to the fellowship conferred on the present writer by the Japan

Foundation in 1995, resulted both in retracing the silverware in Toky® at the Kreuzkirche of the German Speaking
Protestant Community and in the discovery of the name and biographical data of the silversmith. The latter was
Suzuki Chotsai $5 KR 45T (1824-1899), a most skilled and talented rankinka $4:3%, ‘master of hammered
metal’, employed at the Silver and Goldworking Atelier of the Ministry of the Imperial Household (Kunaishd
Kingin Gyo Saikusho & P37 & $RE¥B LHT) and its official supplier (Kunaish Goyotashi ‘B NEHIFE). A
complete study on this important episode of Chiossone’s career was published in Italy.??
The integrated analysis of the documents, the works of art and the historical circumstances has also permitted
opening up novel interpretations of Chiossone’s work in Japan, by clarifying the continuity and importance of
the German component in his professional and artistic culture and by revealing new aspects of his contribution
to Meiji modernisation and internationalisation (kokusaika EE£{t). In particular, his role as mediator between
the Japanese milieu responsible for the ideology of art and an important group of German residents, exponents
of the international cultural and diplomatic élite, is proof of the authority he enjoyed as inventor and constructor
of icons. We may say that Chiossone was able to carry out his intelligent work of cultural mediation thanks to
his mastery of two instruments of great communicative efficacy: a cultural cosmopolitanism rich in experience,
complexity and interpretative refinement; and a figurative, ideological and technical eclecticism, nourished by
intellectuality and a keen sense of the history of his times.

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In very recent years, the present writer has researched some paintings dating from the last quarter of the 19%
century in the Chiossone collections: their main significance resides in the fact that they are harbingers of
unknown pages of Meiji history which could not have been revealed otherwise.

A large ink painting depicting a Sea Eagle on a rock in the rough sea (Umiwashi zu #E %[, fig. 4) is signed
by Nakabayashi Shoun FT#F#1Z (1818-1890), 38 the head of the Nakabayashi school of Nanga painting during
the Meiji period. An excellent painter and scholar of Chinese calligraphy, etymology and poetry (kanshi B&FF)
as well as a fervent supporter of the Meiji political reforms, Shéun worked in close connection with both Omura
Masujird KAF2ERER (1824-1869)* and Okubo Toshimichi A /A F%FI)iE (1830-1878)4 at the establishment of
the modern Japanese Army through universal conscription.*! Signed in westem style ‘Shoun Nakabayashi’, this
masterpiece of the inkbrush bespeaks Shdun’s ideological commitment and political activity in favour of the
Meiji Restoration and of modernization, whereas it also reflects his Chinese erudition. It is dated to the Artist’s
61% year, corresponding to 1878, which is also the year of Okubo’s assassination.*? In Chinese iconography the
eagle (ying %) is a symbol of strength and, in particular, “an eagle on a rock in the sea symbolises the hero (ying
#%) who fights a lone battle” 43

It is significant that Shoun wrote on the painting the first two verses of a poem by Gao Yue #i¥, that
describe an eagle powerful and majestic, whose claws are as white as snow, whose eyes are gleaming like stars,
a powerful flyer which can reach unattainable skies — a mighty lyrical description that down through the centuries
became a poetic stereotype, often quoted in paintings representing eagles, both in China and Japan.** From the eagle’s
image and Gao Yue’s verses transpire, in my view, a strong allusion to Omura’s and Okubo’s charismatic talent
in elaborating, expressing and realizing a wide, lofty political vision. In sum, the integrated analysis of the
Umiwashi zu painting, of the form of its signature and of the meaning of its inscription and seals, has led the
present writer to interpreting it as an allegory of Omura’s and Okubo’s political martyrdom. The background of
these two assassinations was the political view of the disempowered bushi who, in fact, were a constant life-
threat to the reformers of the kindaika and, actually, took the life of Omura in 1869 and of Okubo in 1878. It is
important to note that Chiossone, upon state command, portrayed both Okubo* and Omura.*S And this is why
we may suppose that Shoun probably received from Chiossone an impression of Okubo’s portrait, engraved
posthumously in 1879, and decided to reciprocate the Genoese artist’s gift by presenting the Umiwashi zu to him.
While helping us fill the gap of documentation regarding the Nakabayashi School and Shoun as a Nanga painter
and successor of Nakabayashi Chikukei " #k7i% (1816-1867), the Umiwashi zu painting in the Chiossone
Museum constitutes a rediscovered page, rare if not unique, of Meiji history.

Another important handscroll is the Ydsan zukan 38 % B3%%, representing the complete cycle of sericulture,

had accomplished his Confucian studies under Nishioka Suien and obtained his degree in Mikawa, Aichi
Prefecture, Ishikawa was active from the bakumatsu through the Taishd period. In the diplomatic field he acted
as the minister of a permanent Japanese mission to Qing China committed to cultural exchange.*® In simple terms,
Ishikawa was an important representative of Meiji cultural diplomacy — and it is very likely that in this capacity
he knew Edoardo Chiossone and met him. It is to be taken into account that sericulture was a matter of great
relevance in Japan-Italy commercial exchange from 1859 until 1881, the year in which the importation of
Japanese silkworm eggs into Italy came to a complete stop. “* The Italian withdrawal from the Japanese silkworm
eggs market aroused serious preoccupation not only amongst the producers, but also within the governmental
and diplomatic hierarchies.>® Interestingly, Ishikawa K6sai’s Yasan zukan dates precisely from 1882, the worst
year in the commercial relations between Japan and Italy, and as we understand from the seal Go Késai 27,
was very probably given to Chiossone by its Author. The circumstances look quite meaningful if one considers
that Chiossone not only served professionally the economic conveniences and financial scopes of the kindaika,
but was also an authoritative, influent and much listened to member of the Italian community in Japan. Possibly,
we may speculate that, by donating to Chiossone his beautiful pictorial work, Ishikawa Kdsai the artist, man of
letters and diplomat tried to revive the Italy-Japan commercial relations.

3. The Chiossone Museum, a treasure of Japanese Art in the heart of Genoa: its patrimony and
a brief summary of its locations and exhibitions

The Chiossone Museum collection was put together in Japan by just one man, during a continuous 23-year

period (1875-1898) which coincided with the crucial, fervid epoch of modernisation. Edoardo Chiossone’s
extensive and profound experience and learning in the fields of art and history stimulated from the very beginning
of his stay a deep interest in Japanese art, which, at that period of dramatic economic and socio-political change,
was readily available on the antique market. All fields of the figurative and decorative arts are represented in the
Chiossone collection, which he bequeathed in his testament to the Ligurian Academy of Fine Arts in Genoa —
the place where he had received his artistic and cultural training — so that it could be exhibited and made
accessible to the public as a museum.
Aristide Olivari, a Genoese man who in 1894 was on a world tour, visited Chiossone’s huge mansion in Toky®,
Kdjimachi, on March 28t and left a concise yet vivid record not only of Chiossone the man and the host, but
also on his ‘Japanese museum’.’! Olivari’s words make it clear that, from the very beginning of his stay in Japan,
Chiossone intended to form a museum, his innermost wish being to enrich Genoa and Italy with a treasury of
Japanese art.

Never broken up or divided, the museum patrimony includes paintings, polychrome prints and illustrated
books, Buddhist sculptures and artefacts,? archaeological objects, bronze ware, coins, lacquer, porcelain,
enamels, theatrical masks, arms and armour, musical instruments, costumes, fabrics and clothing accessories for
men and women. Both because of the artistic content of the collection and its significance, and because of the
great number of the works involved — approximately 20,000 — it provides great potential for the cultural growth
of the international scholars’ community and for exchanges between Genoa, Japan and the countries involved in

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the study of Japanese art and culture. The sections of Ukiyoe paintings and prints are specially appreciated, both
in Italy and abroad.

From 1898 to the present day, the history of the collections and of the Chiossone museum locations spans 117
years, corresponding to four periods.

1898-1948. Sent to Italy after the death of Edoardo Chiossone (11* April 1898), the collections arrived in Genoa
the same year in October. The museum was designed and organized by Alfredo Luxoro on the third floor of the
Ligurian Academy of Fine Arts. On October 30* 1905, King Victor Emmanuel III of Italy inaugurated the new
Museum, which remained open to the public in the same venue for 37 years. Soon after the declaration of World
War II, in 1942 the Chiossone Museum was packed away and evacuated under the responsibility and at the
expense of Genoa City Council, which became its owner after the war, thanks to a clause in Chiossone’s will.

1948-1971. In accordance with the conditions stated in the will, in 1948 Genoa City Council deliberated the
planning and construction of a suitable building to permanently house the collections. This decision made the
Chiossone Museum the first public museum in Italy to be projected and built in the post-war period under the
aegis and at the expense of a public authority. The location of the new museum building was the municipal park
of Villetta Di Negro, exactly on the site of the former neoclassical villa of the Marquess Gio.Carlo Dinegro
(1769-1857), that had been completely destroyed by the Anglo-American naval bombardment of October 1942.
The project was assigned to Mario Labd (Genoa, 1884-1961), a distinguished engineer and architect.
Construction began in 1953 and was completed in 1970 (fig. 5).

The museum building, an extraordinary example of rationalist architecture in ferroconcrete, is made up of an
avant-corps (foyer) with a terraced roof, backing onto the main body of the building. The latter is a single volume
set out in a large rectangular hall on the ground floor, with five projecting galleries at the two longer sides — two
of them on the same side as the sea, and three on that of the hills — joined by flights of stairs to form a continuous
route around the exhibition spaces. The location in the park of Villetta Dinegro is a most privileged one: right in
the centre of Genoa, on the hillock overlooking the elegant 19% century Piazza Corvetto — and yet in a secluded
position blessed with a magnificent panoramic view — the Museum building has a terraced walkway running
along its south-west side that offers a marvellous view of the old city and its expanse of grey, slate roofs, bell-
towers, Mediaeval and Renaissance mansions, standing out against the blue-grey background of the Ligurian Sea.
The layout and collection installation were handed over in 1967 to the engineer Luciano Grossi Bianchi, who
planned and carried them out in collaboration with Giuliano Frabetti and Caterina Marcenaro, at the time,
respectively, Director of the Chiossone Museum and Director of the Fine Arts Department of Genoa City Council.

1971-1997. Inaugurated on May 7' 1971 and since then open to the public, the museum kept the same layout
until February 1998. The installation of the exhibits prepared in 1971 had very brief descriptive aids, and
consisted in a selection of works from the various categories forming the collection, arranged partly according
to type, partly according to materials and technique.

1998-today. In April 1998, on the centennial anniversary of Edoardo Chiossone’s death, the permanent
exhibition was renewed by a complete rotation of the works on display. A new didactic apparatus was prepared
and inserted all along the visitor’s route. The arrangement of the large hall (large Buddhist sculpture) and of the
5% Gallery (armour) remained intact, given their great beauty and culturally communicative impact.

In June 2001, the 3" and 4' Galleries were completely refurbished, thanks to the generous sponsorship of the
Fondazijone Cassa di Risparmio di Genova e Imperia: the new display-case system is fully apt to host and exhibit
art objects of all kinds in perfect light and microclimate control conditions. The same year, the Italian
Government paid the cost of the complete renewal of the museum’s electric and lighting plants.

The storage spaces were fully restructured and refurbished in 2004.

Representing the main historical and artistic phenomena in the culture of the Japanese archipelago, as well as its

relations with Continental Asia, the permanent exhibition display occupies the main hall at ground level and the
1%, 27 and 5* Galleries. The 1% and 5% Galleries feature Japanese antiquities, Buddhist sculpture and the culture
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of the military aristocracy. The 2™ Gallery shows the development of the applied and decorative arts during the
Edo period. Arranged in thematic and technical groups, the exhibits represent the peculiarities of each artistic
tradition in terms of form, aesthetic and workmanship, while ostensibly referring to the wider, common
background of Japanese culture and history.
